Ash Wednesday: God Is Calling

Scripture Readings

TheFirst Reading, Jonah 1:1-3, isread:

P Now the word of the Lord came to Jonah son of Amittai, saying, “ Go at once to Nineveh, that great

city, and cry out against it; for their wickedness has come up before me.” But Jonah set out to flee
to Tarshish from the presence of the Lord. He went down to Joppa and found a ship going to
Tarshish; so he paid his fare and went on board, to go with them to Tarshish, away from the pres-
ence of the Lord.

The Holy Gospel , Matthew 6:1-6, 16-21, isread:

“ Beware of practicing your piety before others in order to be seen by them; for then you have no
reward fromyour Father in heaven. So whenever you give alms, do not sound a trumpet before you,
as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, so that they may be praised by others.
Truly | tell you, they have received their reward. But when you give alms, do not let your left hand
know what your right hand is doing, so that your alms may be done in secret; and your Father who
sees in secret will reward you. And whenever you fast, do not look dismal, like the hypocrites, for
they disfigure their faces so as to show others that they are fasting. Truly | tell you, they have re-
ceived their reward. But when you fast, put oil on your head and wash your face, 18 so that your
fasting may be seen not by others but by your Father who is in secret; and your Father who seesin
secret will reward you. Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust con-
sume and where thieves break in and steal; but store up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where
neither moth nor rust consumes and where thieves do not break in and steal. For where your treas-
ureis, thereyour heart will be also.”
